This course prepares students to work with the 2019 edition of Microsoft Office 365 in a career setting or
for personal use. Using courseware that incorporates an accelerated, step-by-step, project-based approach,
students develop an introductory-level competency in Word, Excel, Access, and PowerPoint, Power BI,
and explore the essential features of Windows 10.

Upon successful completion of the course, students will be able to:

e Complete and demonstrate functions and tasks with word processing, spreadsheets, databases, and
presentation software along with other software products.

e Create a business presentation using PowerPoint.

e Create Word documents that utilize proper business formatting.

e Create Excel spreadsheets and Access databases that can store and manipulate large amounts of
data.

e Develop a basic understanding of Power BI. Students will be able to create data visualizations from
multiple data sources and share insights based on that data.
