4. Effectively plan, implement and evaluate art, music, and literature experiences based on the
developmental needs and interests of the children.

5. Demonstrate professional behaviour and communicate effectively with the other adults in the
program.

6. Demonstrate beginning skills in reflecting on and assessing her/his own behaviours and skills and
set goals for further professional growth.
